School Board Update

My apologies for the delay in this update. Please find below an overview of the 2nd board meeting in October,
the public meeting on the tuition study as well as the 1st board meeting in November.

Much of the discussion and public input for the past two meetings has surrounded the district's JBAB
Transgender and Gender Non-Conforming Students policy. At this point, the board is awaiting feedback from
students via an optional survey and drafted proposals of amendments to this policy from Mr. Lane. These
revisions will be available in the board packet released prior to our next meeting. The public is encouraged to
weigh in on those revisions at our next meeting.

Additionally, the Board, superintendent and building-level administrators have been working diligently on the
budget for the upcoming school year. The proposed budget was passed unanimously by the Board and now
will move to the Budget Committee for their consideration. The Board thanks Sandi Adams for her work on that
committee to serve as a conduit between the school and town. The proposed budget is available on the district
website for all to review.

The Board hosted a community meeting on the 27th of October to share with the town the history, process and
information about potentially tuitioning our high school students out. While this meeting was not attended by
many, the Board would like to thank those citizens who took the time to attend. These documents are also
available on the district website for the public to review.

The Board would like to recognize some of the exciting happenings occurring in our schools including the
Harvest Parade, a visiting author (thanks to Melissa Babcock and the library for their support in this!), the book
fair, student-led conferences and the ongoing food drive at PES. PMHS has also been busy with student-led
conferences, a trip to The Browne Center at UNH for the 6th and 9th graders, and successful fall sports’
seasons for our student-athletes.

Our next meeting is Thursday, November 17 at 5:30 in the PMHS library. We hope to see you there. Molly

Pittsfield School Board Meeting and the Salem Witch Trials

Pittsfield school board has been discussing JBAB (transgender/gender non-conforming) policy adopted in
2018. The NH school board association has since withdrawn its recommendation due to litigation surrounding
this topic. The complete policy is available on the Pittsfieldnhschools.org website. Three areas of concern
about JBAB are; staff is instructed NOT to notify parents of a student’s preferred gender identity at school,
JBAB COMPELS speech for teachers and other students, and it allows all students to have ACCESS to the
restroom that corresponds to their gender identity. It is not a required policy. Extensive anti-bullying policies
exist to deal with bullying of all types of ANY student. The school is to provide a non-hostile environment for all
students. JBAB policy undermines that ideal. The school board surveyed staff to see whether they approve this
policy. Those anonymous replies and some written comments by the staff were read at the last meeting. The
atmosphere took on the feel of something like the Salem witch trials when two community members declared
that ANY teacher who had ANY misgivings about the current JBAB policy ought to be fired immediately since
they are unsafe for students to be around!! To continue the dystopian thought-police theme of the evening, one
of the board members added her opinion; THOSE employees need to be shown the door!! The collective
ignorance of our basic freedoms in that room was truly staggering. The diversity and inclusion, so highly
valued in educational circles, obviously does NOT include diversity of thought. All dissenters will be squashed.
That meeting was not recorded, but the next meeting is scheduled to be recorded. Please if you pay taxes and
if you value freedom of conscience and if you think parents and teachers working together is best for students,
email the superintendent and the school board chair.
