Looking for something fun to do on  
St. Patrick’s Day?  

St. Patrick’s Day is right around the corner and                 
here are some ways for you and your lucky charm to                     
celebrate at our local businesses. 

Danis will feature their own gray cured beef for                 
$6.69, from March 9 through the 15. They will also                   
have special pricing on all of the traditional sides,                 
potatoes, turnips, and carrots. Mike’s Meat Shoppe             
will also offer their own house cured corned beef,                 
along with ham, six different flavors of bacon,               
cabbage, potatoes and turnips. Place your order for               
cured corned beef now! 

Jitters will again host their St. Patrick’s Day               
feast on Tuesday, March 17, serving from 3:00pm to                 
8:00pm. Bring your appetite. They’re planning corned             
beef and cabbage, carrots, boiled potatoes, turnip,             
soda bread, and for dessert there will be fruit cup,                   
homemade pudding and green cupcakes. All will be               
served buffet style for $15.95, all you can eat. There’ll                   
be green carnations for purchase as well. 

Main Street Grill and Bar will feature live music                 
from Brian Booth from 6:00pm to 9:00pm. They’ll also                 
have two beer specials, Harpoon the Craic for just                 
$3.00 and Wormtown, (and Irish red ale) for $4.00 for                   
a pint. In addition to their regular menu, they will                   
have house cured corned beef with “the works”,               
including a house beer mustard on the side. Main                 
Street will also offer Bangers & Mash, (beer steamed                 
sausage, mashed potatoes and carmelized onion in a               
brown gravy). And for dessert there will be Bailey’s                 
Mint cheesecake, plus several other St. Paddy’s Day               
sweet treats. They will be serving from noon to                 
8:00pm. 

 

Cooks Corner  
Irish Soda Bread Muffins  

2 and ¼ cups flour 
2 teaspoons baking powder 
¼ teaspoon baking soda 
½ teaspoon salt 
1/3 cup sugar 
1 and ½ cups currants (or raisins as a 2​nd​ choice) 
1 and ½ to 2 teaspoons caraway seeds 
2 large eggs 
1 cup plain yogurt or sour cream (do not use fat-free) 
6 Tbsp melted butter 
Coarse sugar for topping  
Heat oven to 400 degrees.  Lightly grease standard 
muffin tins, or line with muffin cup papers that have 
been sprayed with cooking spray.  
Whisk together flour, baking powder, baking soda, 
salt, currants and caraway seeds.  
In a separate bowl, whisk together eggs, yogurt or 
sour cream and melted butter.  
Stir the dry and wet ingredients together. As soon as                   
everything is combined – stop stirring. But the dough                 
will be very sticky.  
Spoon the batter into the prepared muffin tin / paper                   
liners. Top with sprinkled coarse sugar, if desired.               
Bake for 18 to 2 minutes or until a cake tester inserted                       
into the center of a muffin comes out clean / dry.  
Serve with butter, jam, marmalade, honey and enjoy a                 
taste of Ireland! I’ve been making Irish Soda Bread                 
since I was a young girl, and this recipe is exactly                     
right, just adapted to muffin form. These freeze               
reasonably well, but not for long periods of time.

Josiah Carpenter Library 1895-2020 

From 1895 to 1901, the library operated out of                 
the G.H. Colbath Drug Store. The annual             
appropriation from the Town of Pittsfield began at               
$173.00 and gradually increased to $175.00. Mr.             
Colbath was paid $25.00 each year to serve as                 
librarian, and the library collection increased to 2536               
books. Currently the library owns 12,906 physical             
items and provides access to over 500,000 items               
through digital library services. 
  The 125th Birthday Reception which will be             
held on Tuesday March 24th from 3-6pm at the                 
library. Leading up to the reception, 125 pictures of                 
birthday cakes are being hidden in the library. Visit                 
the library, find a cake, and claim a small prize.

The Pittsfield Parks and Recreation 
Commission is beginning planning for the 2020 
summer season at the FB Argue Recreation Area, also 
known as the town beach. We are looking for qualified 
applicants for the positions of director, assistant 
director, lifeguards, and gate keepers. Knowledge of 
CPR and water safety are basic requirements for all 
positions. We can arrange for CPR training.
