Fish Tacos

lighten our meals. Here's one of our favorite
recipes and | hope you and your family will enjoy it
too. It's quick and easy to make and light and
healthy. A perfect dinner for these bright
evenings. Bon appetit!

1 Tbsp chili powder

1 Tbsp ground cumin

1 tsp garlic powder

Juice of 1 lime (or 1 Tbsp bottled lime juice)
4 Thsp olive oil

1 & %2 Ibs cod fillets

4 to 6 four tortillas (8 inch size), warmed

2 cups shredded lettuce or cabbage

2 lemons or limes, sliced (for serving)

In a bowl combine the chili powder, cumin, garlic
powder, lime juice and 2 Tbsp of olive oil. Add the
fish to the bowl, toss the marinade over the fish,
cover and refrigerate for 20 minutes.

Put the remaining 2 Tbsp of olive oil in a skillet,
heat over medium high until hot. Remove the fish
from the marinade and add to the skillet. Cook
for 3 to 4 minutes per side, until the fish is cooked
through.

Fish Taco Sauce

Combine the following ingredients in a bowl and
serve with the fish tacos:

> cup sour cream

1/3 cup mayonnaise

2 Tbsp lime juice

1 tsp garlic powder

1 tsp hot sauce (such as Frank’s or Sriracha)

2 Thsp chopped cilantro (or 1 Tbsp of cilantro
from a tube, produce section)

Serve the fish in the warmed tortillas, with the
lettuce or cabbage and drizzle the sauce on top.

Matras Maple: 821 Catamount Road, Pittsfield; 724-9427. We are a 1,300+ tap and growing operation that
started in 2002 by brothers Willie and Asa with the help of their dad. They started with just a little homemade
set up with only about 20 taps and have been expanding ever since as time and budget allow. Two of the
sugar bushes have recently been equipped with vacuum systems which increases sap yield and helps make
the yield a little more predictable. They run the sap through a reverse osmosis machine before boiling which
removes 50-75% of the water. We then boil the sap on a two and a half by eight foot wood fired evaporator.
